Significant Contribution/Innovations through Teaching, Research, Design, or any other innovative/creative activity during the past five years

The past Five years included one historic occasion. Conversion of the University of Roorkee to Indian Institute of Technology(2001). On this occasion, I had the honor of providing inputs by designing

1.  The new Seal of IIT Roorkee,

2.   Logo and the Memento of IIT Roorkee.

Another memorable event was the visit of His Holiness Dalai Lama to IIT Roorkee in 2001. On this occasion I designed all kind of decoration such as Welcome Gate symbolizing Sanchi Stupa, Posters, Banners, and Stage Backdrops etc.
In research, I initiated guiding Ph. D. level research in the field of Art in Architecture to candidates of Fine Arts background. The first Ph. D. at IIT Roorkee in Fine Arts category, thus, came in 2007 on the topic ” Motifs in Mughal Architecture”. Besides, I completed one sponsored research project on Visual Communication System for Barrier Free Environment, in 2007. 
In teaching of the subject Colour Fundamental and Applications, I introduced the concept of Seminars to be delivered by Students of B.Arch. II as a part of their tutorial exercise on Colour Application to Buildings, to enable them to present a comprehensive understanding of how built – environment factors such as psychology of users, climate, history and culture, building function, size and form, direction of sun etc. affect the choice of the colour scheme.The seminars are delivered before a jury, towards the tutorial component  I also introduced a reference to Indian Standards and other codes in the teaching of Colours.

In the subject Applied Arts, I introduced the use of an electrically driven Potter’s Wheel for clay modeling. Further, a new dimension was introduced by focusing on Product Design problem. Students produce innovative designs of a simple product, like a table lamp, and complete it in the form of a working model.

I also assisted in drafting, under consultation with IIT Bombay, syllabi for nine art related subjects for the proposed M.Des. course at IIT Roorkee.

I have designed and installed five RCC Sculptures in the IIT Roorkee Campus. I have also been doing the layout planning and cover designing of the Institute’s Annual Report.

I took initiatives to set up a state-of-art Applied Arts Laboratory with computer based facilities of Graphic Design/Product Design and Interior Design. This facility did not exist in the Department so far. In the first phase, a high resolution Macintosh computer has been purchased for this purpose, which is under commissioning.  
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
